e Hang and tag your items (see rules for tagging.)

You must consign at least 25 items to receive
tickets to the Private Sale.

e Bring your items at your designated Drop-off
time. You will put your own items on the floor.

e Shop the private sale on Thursday night.

e Pick up any unsold items on Saturday.

e Checks will be mailed 2 weeks after the sale.
(Consignor proceeds less than $20 will be
considered a donation to our Children’s
Department)

TAGGING INSTRUCTIONS

e Complete the bottom part of the tag with your
consignor number, description, size, and price.

e We will not sell any item without a price OR
changes/corrections on the tag. No white out,

correction tape, scratch-outs, or write-overs.

e ALL CLOTHING MUST HAVE A SIZE. Children’s
clothing needs a number size to get it on the right
rack. Junior clothing ONLY may use S, M, L, etc.

e Only junior brands/styles. NO ADULT CLOTHING.

e DESCRIPTION! If the tag comes off an item, we
can match it up but only with a good description.
Lost tags with only a price and consignor number
can’t be matched and the item can’t be sold.

e HALF-PRICE SATURDAY - Put a RED DOT @on
the BOTTOM tag (beside the price) for items to be
sold at FULL PRICE on Saturday. Items with NO
RED DOT can be sold at Half Price on Saturday.

e Check batteries. All toys must be working.

e Only white, perforated tags 13/4 x 2'/sare
accepted.

CLOTHING:

Wire hangers are preferred to save space. Junior
hangers can be used for infant sizes up to 24 months.
Clothes sell better on hangers. Onesies, accessories,
small items may be put in Ziploc bags & taped shut.
Use safety pins or tagging gun to attach the tag to the
top right of the garment.

The hanger should be facing LEFT (see diagram.)
Shoes can be pinned together or zip tied.

Pants should be hung on the top of the hanger, not
the bottom.

Use multiple safety pins to keep clothing from sliding
off the hanger. NO STRAIGHT PINS.
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TOYS AND OTHER ITEMS:

e Tape the tag to your item - scotch or clear packing tape.
DO NOT TAPE ACROSS THE BOTTOM OF THE TAG.

¢ Do not assemble cribs and play yards (take a picture and
attach it to the item.)

e Small items (socks, hair bows, toys with small pieces)
may be grouped in baggies and priced as one item.

« No stuffed animals.

e Secure all Ziploc bags with tape.

e Do not tape DVDs and games shut. They will be taped
after inspection. No VHS tapes.

Items damaged by the tagging gun will not be accepted.

We have a limited number of tagging guns available for sale in
the church office for $20.
